ZEAL FOR HIS
FATHERS HOUSE

John 2:17-21 “Get these
out of here! Stop turning
my Father’s house into a
market!” 17 His disciples
remembered that it is
written: “Zeal for your
house will consume me.”
Heb 8:1 “We do have
such a high priest, who
sat down at the right hand
of the throne of the
Majesty in heaven, and
who serves in the
sanctuary, the true
tabernacle set up by the
Lord, not by a mere
human being.”

Heb 9:11-12 “..He has
entered that greater, more
perfect Tabernacle in
heaven, which was not
made by human hands
and is not part of this
created world.

THE ORIGINAL TEMPLE
IS IN HEAVEN

Rev 11:19 Then God’s
temple in heaven was
opened, and within his
temple was seen the ark
of his covenant.

Rev 15:5 After this |
looked, and | saw in
heaven the temple—that
is, the tabernacle of the
covenant law—and it was
opened.

ISA 2:2 In the last days
the mountain where the
Lord’s temple is located
will be famous. It will be
the highest mountain of
all. It will be raised above
the hills. All the nations will
go to it.

ISA 4:5 Then the Lord
will create over Jerusalem
a cloud of smoke by day.

That is why the
Tabernacle and
everything in it, which
were copies of things in
heaven, had to be
purified by the blood of
animals. But the real
things in heaven had to
be purified with far better
sacrifices than the blood
of animals.

great street of the city. On
each side of the river
stood the tree of life.
Rev 7:17 For the Lamb at
the center of the throne
will be their shepherd; ‘he
will lead them to springs
of living water.” ‘And God
will wipe away every tear
from their eyes.”

YOU WILL RECEIVE POWER

1Co 12:7 But to each one is
given the manifestation of
the Spirit [the evidence, the
spiritual illumination of the
Spirit] for good and profit.

Acts 1:8 But you will
receive power and ability
when the Holy Spirit comes
upon you; and you will be
My witnesses ...”

Eph 3:16-17,19 | pray that
out of his glorious riches he
may strengthen you with
power through his Spirit in
your inner being, so that
Christ may dwell in your
hearts through faith. And |

Jos 1:8 This Book of the
Law shall not depart from
your mouth, but you shall
read [and meditate on] it
day and night, so that you
may be careful to do
[everything] in accordance
with all that is written in it;
for then you will make your
way prosperous, and then
you will be successful.
Psa 119:60 The sum of
your word is truth, and every
one of your righteous rules

endures forever.

DELIGHT IN THE LAW

Psa 1:2 But his delight is
in the law of the Lord, And
on His law [His precepts
and teachings] he
[habitually] meditates day
and night.

Psa 19:7,8 The law of the
Lord is perfect (flawless),
restoring and refreshing
the soul; The statutes of
the Lord are reliable and
trustworthy, making wise
the simple. The precepts
of the Lord are right,
bringing joy to the heart;
The commandment of the
Lord is pure, enlightening
the eyes.

Psa 119:9 How can a
young man keep his way
pure? By keeping watch
[on himself] according to

Your word [conforming his
life to Your precepts].



FRAGRANT INCENSE

Ex 30:7-8 Aaron shall
burn sweet and fragrant
incense on it; he shall
burn it every morning...a
perpetual incense before
the Lord throughout your
generations..

Psa 141:2 May my prayer
be set before you like
incense; may the lifting up
of my hands be like the
evening sacrifice.
2Sam 22:7 In my distress
| called upon Jehovabh;
Yea, | called unto my God:
And he heard my voice
out of his temple, And my
cry came into his ears.
Psa 55:1 LISTEN TO my
prayer, O God, and hide
not Yourself from my
supplication!

OUR GREAT HIGH PRIEST

Heb 5:7 In the days of His

earthly life, Jesus offered up
both [specific] petitions and

[urgent] supplications with
fervent crying and tears to
the One who was able to
save Him from death, and
He was heard because of
His reverent submission
toward God.

Heb 7:24 ...Jesus holds His

priesthood permanently...
Therefore He is able also to
save forever those who
come to God through Him,
since He always lives to
intercede and intervene on
their behalf.

Heb 8:1...we have such a
High Priest, who is seated
at the right hand of the
throne of the Majesty in
heaven, a Minister in the
holy places and in the true

tabernacle, which is erected
not by man, but by the Lord.

BEFORE THE THRONE

Rev 5:8 ...the four living
creatures and the twenty-
four elders fell down
before the Lamb, each
one holding a harp and
golden bowls full of
fragrant incense, which
are the prayers of the
saints.

Rev 8:4 Another angel
came and stood at the
altar. He had a
golden censer, and much
incense was given to him,
so that he might add it to
the prayers of all the
saints on the golden altar
in front of the throne. And
the smoke and fragrant
aroma of the incense, with
the prayers of the saints,
ascended before God
from the angel’s hand.

CALL, CRY, WAIT

Psa 116:13 | will lift up the
cup of salvation and call
on the name of the Lord,
Psa 28:2 Hear the voice
of my supplication as | cry
to You for help, as | lift up

my hands toward Your
innermost sanctuary (the
Holy of Holies).

Luk 18:7 And will not God
bring about justice for his
chosen ones, who cry out
to him day and night? Will
he keep putting them off?

Psa 119:172 May my
tongue sing of your word,
for all your commands are

righteous.

WE ARE PRIESTS

1Pet 2:5,9 You also, like
living stones, are being
built into a spiritual house
to be a holy priesthood,
offering spiritual sacrifices
acceptable to God
through Jesus Christ...for
you are a chosen people.
You are royal priests, a
holy nation, God’s very
own possession.
1Jo 3:21 Dear friends, if
we don’t feel guilty, we
can come to God with
bold confidence. And we
will receive from him
whatever we ask because
we obey him and do the
things that please him.



SEPARATION FROM THE
PRESENCE

Ex 26:33 and the veil
shall divide unto you
between the holy place
and the most holy.

Ex 30:6 Place the
incense altar just outside
the inner curtain that
shields the Ark of the
Covenant, in front of the
Ark’s cover—the place of
atonement—that covers
the tablets inscribed with
the terms of the covenant.
I will meet with you there.
Lev 16:2 The Lord said to
Moses, “Tell Aaron your
brother that he must not
enter at any time into the
Holy Place inside the veil
(the Holy of Holies),
before the mercy seat
which is on the ark, or he
will die, for | will appear in
the cloud over the mercy
seat.

HIS BODY IS THE
CURTAIN

Heb 10:19 Therefore,
brothers, since we have
confidence to enter the

holy places by the blood of

Jesus, by the new and
living way that he opened
for us through the curtain,

that is, through his flesh,
and since we have a great

priest over the house of
God, let us draw near with
a true heart in full
assurance of faith, with our
hearts sprinkled clean from
an evil conscience and our
bodies washed with pure
water.

Eph 3:6 This mystery is
that through the gospel the
Gentiles are heirs together

with Israel, members
together of one body, and
sharers together in the
promise in Christ Jesus.

WE HAVE ACCESS
FOREVER

Rev 4:1 ... And the voice |
had first heard speaking to
me like a trumpet
said,“Come up here, and |
will show you what must
take place after this.”
Heb 10:19 So, friends, we
can now--without
hesitation--walk right up to
God, into "the Holy Place."
Jesus has cleared the way
by the blood of his sacrifice,
acting as our priest before
God. The "curtain" into
God's presence is his body.
Eph 3:10 His intent was
that now, through the
church, the manifold
wisdom of God should be
made known to the rulers
and authorities in the
heavenly realms,

WE COME BOLDLY

2Cor 4:18 While we do not
look at the things which are
seen, but at the things
which are not seen. For the
things which are seen are
temporary, but the things
which are not seen are
eternal.
2Cor 4:3 If the Good News
we preach is hidden
behind a veil, it is hidden
only from people who are
perishing. Satan, who is
the god of this world, has
blinded the minds of those
who don't believe. They
are unable to see the
glorious light of the Good
News. They don't
understand this message
about the glory of Christ,
who is the exact likeness
of God.

NEW LIVING WAY

Matt 27:51 And [at once]
the veil [of the Holy of
Holies] of the temple
was torn in two from top to
bottom; the earth shook
and the rocks were split
apart.

Eph 3:6,10,12 This
mystery is that through
the gospel the Gentiles
are heirs together with
Israel, members together
of one body, and sharers
together in the promise in
Christ Jesus. His intent
was that now, through the
church, the manifold
wisdom of God should be
made known to the rulers
and authorities in the
heavenly realms, In him
and through faith in him
we may approach God
with freedom and
confidence.



THE MERCY SEAT

Num 7:89
And when Moses went into
the tent of meeting to
speak with the Lord, he
heard the voice speaking
to him from above the
mercy seat that was on the
ark of the testimony, from
between the two cherubim;
and it spoke to him.
2Chr 6:41
“And now arise, O Lord
God, and enter your resting
place, along with the Ark,
the symbol of your power.
May your priests...be
clothed with salvation; may
your loyal servants rejoice
in your goodness.
2Chr7:1,2
When Solomon finished
praying, fire came down
from heaven and
consumed the burnt
offering and the sacrifices,
and the glory of the Lord
filled the temple. The
priests could not enter the
temple of the Lord because

the glory of the Lord filled it.

SON OF MAN

Heb 9:11
When Christ came as high
priest of the good things
that are already here, he
went through the greater
and more perfect
tabernacle that is not man-
made...not a part of this
creation.
Heb 9:24
24 For Christ did not enter
a sanctuary made with
human hands that was only
a copy of the true one; he
entered heaven itself, now
to appear for us in God’s
presence.
Rom 8:34
Who then is the one who
condemns? No one. Christ
Jesus who died—more
than that, who was raised
to life—is at the right hand
of God and is also
interceding for us.

YAHWEH IN HIS
TEMPLE

Psalm 11:4
The Lord is in his holy
Temple; the Lord sits on
his throne in heaven. He
sees what people do. His
eyes watch he keeps his
eye on them his gaze
examines people.
Rev 15:8
And the temple was filled
with smoke from the glory
of God and from his power,
and no one could enter the
temple until the seven
plagues of the seven
angels were completed.
Heb 12:28
You have come to Mount
Zion, to the heavenly
Jerusalem, the city of the
living God...let us be
thankful, and so worship
God acceptably with
reverence and awe, for our
God is a consuming fire.

SEATED WITH CHRIST
Eph 2:6
And God raised us up with
Christ and seated us with
him in the heavenly realms
in Christ Jesus,
Col 3:1
Since, then, you have
been raised with Christ, set
your hearts on things
above, where Christ is
seated at the right hand of
God.
Heb 12:22

Rev 21:1-4
Then | saw a new heaven

and a new earth; for the
first heaven and the first
earth had passed away...
